Subject Title: Request to go to bid for off highway vehicle travel signs and trail markers for
Sand Mountain travel route and boundary.

Recommended Board Action: [ move to approve Churchill County Manager, Brad Goetsch, to
go out to bid for off highway vehicle travel signs and trail markers for the Sand Mountain travel
route and boundary.

Discussion: In conjunction with the cultural resource inventory and ethnographic review for the
Sand Mountain recreation area, off highway vehicle travel signs, trail markers and informational
signage will need to be installed on 33 3 miles of the Sand Mountain travel route.

Please refer to the detailed project maps for trail locations, widths, post spacing and orientation.

The red line route, identified on the Sand Mountain Travel Routes Map, will be an intensively
signed route (15.5 miles) (see decal symbology for intensively signed routes). The route width is
20 feet, and shall be signed on both sides so that informational decals can be read from the
direction of travel, denoting the restriction of motorized vehicle use beyond the sign.

The red and black line route, identified on the Sand Mountain Travel Routes Map, will also be an
intensively signed route (see decal symbology for intensively signed routes). The route width is
30 feet, and shall be signed on both sides as well.

The green line route, identified on the Sand Mountain Travel Routes Map, will be a moderately
signed route (6.85 miles) (see degal symbology for moderately signed routes). The route width
is 30 feet and shall be signed on one side parallel with the route.

The blue line route, identified on the Sand Mountain Travel Routes Map, will be an intensively
signed route (10.5 miles) (see decal symbology for intensively signed routes). This route shall
be signed on one side, parallel with the route, so that the information decals can be read from
within the route denoting the restriction of motorized vehicle use beyond the sign.

The purple area, identified on the Sound Mountain Class 111 Cultural Resources Inventory Map,
will be an informational area (0.4 mile perimeter) (see decal symbology for informational areas).
Informational signage will be placed along the perimeter, parallel with the route, so that the



information may be read from within the area denoting the restriction of motorized vehicle usage
beyond the sign.

Placing proper restrictive and informational signage within the Sand Mountain travel routes and
cultural resources inventory areas is not only important to the safety of individuals enjoying the
recreational opportunities Sand Mountain has to offer, but it is vital in the protection of
prehistoric and/or historic-era resources as well as the existing habitat and wildlife.

The topography
and soil conditions along the trail routes may limit or prevent travel.

B. Environmental Considerations: All travel to and from the access points
shall be on the designated trall system as indicated in the maps and
drawings. No blading or scraping of the ground alcng the trail system
or on any Bureau of Land Management administered land is permitted.
