INTRASTATE INTERLOCAL CONTRACT BETWEEN PUBLIC AGENCIES

A Contract Between the State of Nevada
Acting By and Through Its

Department of Health and Human Services
Division of Welfare and Supportive Services

And

The Third Judicial District Court of the State of Nevada
in and for Churchill & Lyon County
31 South Main Street
Yerington, NV 89447

WHEREAS, NRS 277.180 authorizes any one or more public agencies to contract with any one or more other
public agencies to perform any governmental service, activity or undertaking which any of the public agencies
entering into the contract is authorized by law to perform; and

WHEREAS, it is deemed that the services of The Third Judicial District Court of the State of Nevada, hereinafter
set forth are both necessary to Division of Welfare and Supportive Services (DWSS) and in the best interests of the
State of Nevada;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the aforesaid premises, the parties mutually agree as follows:

1. REQUIRED APPROVAL. This Contract shall not become effective until and unless approved by appropriate
official action of the governing body of each party. This Interlocal Contract is not in effect until approved by the
State of Nevada Board of Examiners.

7 DEFINITIONS.  “State” means the State of Nevada and any state agency identified herein, its officers,
employees and immune contractors as defined in NRS 41.0307. “Court” and “County/City” are used
interchangeably throughout this contract and both are responsible parties under the terms of this contract.

3 CONTRACT TERM. This Contract shall be effective retroactive to December |, 2007 to June 30, 2011, unless
sooner terminated by either party as set forth in this Contract.

4. TERMINATION. This Contract may be terminated by either party prior to the date set forth in paragraph (3), at
any time without cause upon provision of sixty (60) days notice in writing to either party; or in the event of: (1)
material breach of this contract by either party; (2) failure to take corrective action; (3) termination of the
program established by Congress in Title [V-D of the Social Security Act; (4) any changes resulting from AB536
of the 2007 Legislative session; or (5) any significant change in federal or state funding provisions. Termination
will be effective sixty (60) days after written notice is received by the other party. DWSS shall reimburse the
Third Judicial District for costs incurred pursuant to this contract through the last effective date of this contract,
unless Section 111, E of Attachment A of this contract applies. The parties expressly agree that this Contract shall
be terminated immediately if for any reason federal and/or State Legislature funding ability to satisfy this Contract is
withdrawn, limited, or impaired.

5 NOTICE. All notices or other communications required or permitted to be given under this Contract shall be in
writing and shall be deemed to have been duly given if delivered personally in hand, by telephonic facsimile with
simultaneous regular mail, or mailed certified mail, return receipt requested, postage prepaid on the date posted, and
addressed to the other party at the address set forth above.
