Chairperson Washburn reported that New Business Item #A and #E have been withdrawn
and that it has been requested to move Consent Agenda Informational Item #F to public
comment.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

Chairperson Washburn inquired if there were any public comments on issues that were
not listed on the agenda.

County Manager Goetsch said he wanted to address Consent Agenda Informational Ttem
#F. The Board had previously delegated to him the ability to make small recognition for
performance with Department Heads to recognize County employees who have performed above
and beyond their job description or who had a profound impact on the budget, employecs or on
the community. At this time he wanted to recognize someone who has had a rather large impact
on the County’s ability to perform within the budget and on the community -- Milorad “Misha”
Stojicevic. He has been on board for 8-9 months now and has made amazing accomplishments
as our Capital Projects and Engineering Manager. He took items off of the Manager and
Planning Director’s plates. He has worked closely with the Building Department and developers
and contractors accomplishing all of the projects that the Board has voted in and that we have
been working on for many years. Phase I has been completed and we are still experiencing great
success with that. All of the water analyses from our water plant at Sage Springs have been well
above the quality of any other water systems that he is aware of and Misha likes to say that we
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produce water that is better than the bottled water we purchase in the stores. Qur rates show that
we are below 2.0 on residual chlorine content and have been down as low as 1.4 and .8 recently
with the adjustments made by Misha. That is the safest low amount that we can have in the
system. We have also had basically non-detect on manganese, iron and arsenic and the other
clements we built the plant to address specitically because of the federal and state requirements.
We are well under way with Phase [l and are beyond 50% complete on the Moody Lane sewer
system. We are well underway on the next stage of water development that will have to be done
tor future development. Misha is constantly able to take a project, an engineering proposal and a
mature engineering plan and analyze it to find weaknesses or places where the plan can be
improved or the costs reduced. County Manager Goetsch credits him directly where we recently
had a project that we had a bid of $12,000 to do and Misha asked that we give him a weekend
and a credit card where he could complete the project for under $2,000, which is exactly what he
was able to do. Whether it is writing programs and programming computers in the existing
plants or actually doing concrete work or putting together an engineering plan and critique to
find efticiencies, he is able to do any of those things. He wanted to bring him before the Board
to thank him and to have the Board’s approval to recognize Misha verbally and with a small
award.

Chairperson Washburn said we would do the verbal award at this time but leave the other
under the Consent Agenda for a vote later in the Agenda. She said that Misha has done a great
service in the short time he has been on board and has saved the County a tremendous amount of
money. The time in which these accomplishments have evolved is amazing. She thanked him
tor the great performance.

Commuissioner Pearce agreed and said that even the best orchestra 1s no better than the
conductor. The job that Misha has done for the County orchestrating everything and bringing it
together has been fantastic.

Commuissioner Frey said he has done a great job and has gone above and beyond what
was expected when they hired a Capital Projects Manager. He is able to talk to the developers
and they enjoy working with Misha because he is realistic but there may be some who have
issucs because he is able to be tough when needed. That is why he is in that position so he asked
him to keep up the good work as it is appreciated.

Misha thanked them for this recognition. He and Brad have worked to resolve technical
issucs and are experiencing the first results now. He thanked everyone for helping him with
projects and helping him find himself in this environment. County Manager Goetsch said he
pretty much works 7 days a week but wtll soon be going home to visit his parents in Serbia in
January.

Public Hearing — Consideration and possible action re: Award of bids for one 4,000 gallon
water truck and one new dual rear wheel 4x2 super cab truck with side load dump body
for the Churchill County Road Department, Patti Lingenfelter, Road Supervisor.

Road Supervisor Lingenfelter reported that the 1 ton pickup with dump bed will replace
the existing dump pickup that will be sold at auction. This dump pickup was purchased new 18
years ago, has been used heavily on a daily basis, and has exceeded its useful life within the
Road Department. The new water truck will replace an older water truck that has exceeded its
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
